All items need to be clearly marked with your child's name written in permanent ink. Please make sure the backpack is supplied with these items every day. A note will be sent home if these items are getting low.

Items Needed For The First Day Of School:

Please be sure to bring these items on the fist day of school as they are needed throughout the day:

*Slippers - With rubber, nonskid soles

*Diapers

*Wipes - With a holder 

*Backpack - Include at least two changes of clothing along 

                       with socks.

Bedding - For naps, your child will need a crib sized sheet, a 

                  blanket and a stuffed animal or baby doll to nap 

                  with. Stuffed animals and dolls are optional 

                  depending on how your child naps at home.

We ask that you do not bring sippy cups for your child to drink out of. We will teach children to drink out of a small, regular cup. 

Here are some suggestions for packing your child's lunch. These are only a few examples of healthy foods you can pack in your child's lunch. Remember, each child should have 4 to 5 servings of fruits and vegetables every day.

Proteins/Dairy:

Sandwich meat: Ham, turkey, bologna, salami, chicken

Cheese: sticks, slices, cubes, cottage cheese

Yogurt: (no go-gurt please)

Pizza: personal size, microwave able, meat, cheese or veggie

Soup: veggies, noodles, meat or chili - microwave able

Pepperoni: slices

Beans: pinto, kidney, lentils etc.

with or without meat

Chicken breast

Hamburger

Hot dog

Steak or roast

Tuna or chicken salad

Salad with meat and cheese

Home made spaghetti

Here's a good tip: If your child loved their dinner the night before, you can be sure they will love it as lunch the next day.

Vegetables: Baby carrots, celery, green beans, corn, peas, snap peas. cherry tomatoes. Also include some dip if the vegetable is dip able.

Fruit: fresh fruit is best or low sugar in the cups. Apples, pears, bananas, strawberries, kiwi, nectarines, plums, peaches, oranges, grapes, blueberries, raspberries

Snacks: Pretzels, goldfish, multi grain cheerios, graham crackers of any variety, sandwich crackers with cheese (no peanut butter please) animal crackers, raisins, granola bars (no nuts please), trail mix (no nuts please) Olives of any kind

Beverages:

Milk or water is preferred. Please remember that eating real, fresh fruit is better than drinking a juice drink that says it is 100% juice. 100% juice drinks are higher in sugar than fresh fruit. We will provide water to those children who do not have a beverage in their lunch.

Clothing in the toddler environment:

Freedom of movement and comfort is crucial to the development process of toddlers. Clothing needs to be easy to put on and take off both for the independent child and the teacher while in the classroom. Children need to be able to dress and undress with as little assistance from the teacher, as possible. Young children need to be able to use materials and participate in activities throughout the day. It is our goal to set your child up for success in the Montessori environment. We recommend natural fibers as they are softer and more breathable to the skin.

Dressing and undressing is part of "care of self" and the teachers in the classroom will observe and assist, when needed, the children as they practice their dressing and undressing skills. We ask that you not dress your child in one-piece clothing or clothing with fasteners or belts that they are unable to undo on their own. 

Please do not send your child to school dressed in clothing they are not familiar with. Pants with an elastic waist work the best along with pullover tops and dresses with socks rather than tights or leotards. Sending easy to remove and put back on clothing will ensure that the children are successful when they are in the bathroom and not delayed by overalls, buttons or zippers. Dressing frames are used in the Basic Trust classroom as a teaching tool for the toddlers to learn different skills while dressing and undressing in a non-hurried manner.

Parents will need to provide diapers, wipes in a wipe container and any ointments needed for their child. Please label ALL of your child's supplies, with their name, in permanent ink.

Food:

Parents will each have a specific day they are to bring a healthy snack to be shared with all of the Basic Trust students. A list will be provided to the parents letting them know when it is their day to provide snack, as well as what they will need to bring.

Lunches are provided by parents and need to include healthy options. A list of healthy suggestions has been provided for parents in our welcome packet. If your child has specific food allergies, please make sure to make your child's teacher aware of what they are not able to eat.

Children in the Basic Trust classroom will set the table before lunch and will clear the table after lunch as practice for grace and courtesy. Daily activities of this nature will help to prepare the children to gain experience in daily, community life. The Montessori philosophy will set a positive pattern for life and love of being included in and participating in a family or a society setting. Students will be gaining the knowledge of how to become a positive, contributing member of society with active participation as well as learning responsibility, from birth.

During snack, the children help in preparation as much as possible. Children will learn basic meal preparation, for example, they cut bananas, spread cream cheese on a bagel and plate their snacks. After eating, each child is provided with their own wet washcloth to wash their face and hands. Children will place their washcloths into a laundry basket and that laundry will be washed every day and returned to them in the morning.

Each child is provided with a lunch tray that contains a placemat, bib, napkin, child sized glass pitcher, plate, for and a spoon. Our placemats are stitched in such a way that the child will learn where to place their utensils and their plate as well as other items needing to be used for lunch. Children will get their lunch box and place it on the table and the teacher will help prepare any part of the meal that will need to be heated. Children clear the table after lunch, scrape their plates and categorize their dishes by placing them in the proper bin for silverware, plates and cups and then help with washing the dishes.

The Montessori philosophy supports the natural development of the child.

Changes from one stage of the child's life to the next, need to start at home. Activities such as drinking from a regular cup, simple meal preparation, proper use of utensils and eating on their own with little or no assistance will help prepare the child transition into a new environment with new caregivers. In an effort to provide consistency in the child's live, it is crucial for families enrolling into the Montessori community, to follow as closely as possible, the philosophy of the Montessori teachings. It is for this reason that we ask our parents to support our philosophy as much as possible in the home to ensure that their child will be happy and successful in the Montessori setting. Allowing your child to care for themselves as well as their environment at home while allowing them to proceed at their own pace, is a great way to nurture and  support their learning experience at school.

Freedom Of Movement And Natural Development:

Grace Montessori School supports and practices preparing and environment where the children can move freely, without restriction in the best possible environment we are able to provide. When choosing materials, we choose natural materials and simple to use products. Our Basic Trust room is simple and beautiful with clean, white walls. Materials are carefully selected and placed so that the children can easily reach them on a shelf that is the perfect height for access to reach the lesson which they choose to work on. Each environment is specifically designed for a child to use the skills they have acquired for the sensitive period they are embarking on.
Grace Montessori School advocates for allowing motor development to occur naturally in toddlers, with little or no adult interaction, though the teachers are always watching. Toddlers should wear the least amount of clothing possible, weather permitting, to allow for easy, free movement and as comfort as they bend, stretch, sit and engage in other active movement during their day.

Gross motor development  is usually defined as an infant reaching a milestone such as crawling, sitting, standing, walking or other movement. Grace Montessori School has a large number of motor skills activities which are present in the classroom and made available to the children, at all times. Children are allowed to choose their lessons and move freely about the classroom, this will  help them build a strong body and sense of balance. Developing a good body image, spatial relations as well as a sense of balance will help a child learn how to move, how to fall and how to recover from a fall. Children who are given freedom of movement and who are allowed to develop in this way, rarely have accidents.

Parents who take the time to study the Montessori philosophy, will soon learn the importance of allowing toddlers to have uninterrupted time to play and explore on their own. A child who is taught to be dependant on their parents for entertainment or stimulation, will quickly lose their ability to independently explore and to become absorbed in independent play that will help them to establish life long problem solving skills. A parent will soon find they have created a child who cries and clings to them and lacks the ability to play, explore and be creative on their own.

In our modern society today, parents have a tendency to buy toys that make a lot of noise and are overly busy, to keep children entertained. A child needs to be taught self care, environmental care and they need to reach a certain level of independence in every day routines such as dressing themselves, feeding themselves, bathing, cleaning up toys and other simple tasks that are age appropriate.

The Montessori philosophy is QUALITY TIME OVER QUANTITY. In order for a toddler to be happy in our Montessori environment, it is crucial that their parents are in agreement with, will support and nurture our philosophy of 

allowing a child to learn and develop naturally, on their own time line. If you are spending sleepless nights, walking the halls and rocking your child in an effort to get them to sleep, your child will have difficulty in adapting to our environment. A toddler needs to be place into their bed and they need to be allowed to fall asleep unassisted. Pacifiers have been shown to be detrimental to the natural development of a toddlers tongue as well as their speech and a pacifier creates a dependency on a foreign object which will deter the child from finding their own hands and nurture an inability to self sooth. Grace Montessori School does not support the use of pacifiers, for the reasons stated here.

Sleep:

A newborn baby has already been provided with the ability to regulate their sleep for optimum physical and mental health. Respecting this intuitive knowledge will put us on the correct path to preventing problems in sleep patterns which can often  leave parents of a new born baby, as well as the new born baby, exhausted. It is crucial for parents not to train a child to be dependent on them to fall asleep.

Arrival And Departure Policy: 
Parents will drop off their children and the front gate by calling the school and a teacher will come out and greet your child, making sure they get to the correct classroom. Parents will need to sign their child in and out by scanning the code on the gate. 

When dropping your child off, in order to make the transition go as smoothly as possible, please leave as soon as the teacher has your child. In order to avoid disruption to ours and  your child's routine, we ask that you do not return to the school until it is time to pick up  your child. You may call the school throughout the day to ask about them,  however, please keep in mind that our first priority is to teach our students and answering the phone is not always possible. We will check messages and make return calls as time allows. We thank you for your understanding and help with this matter.

Picking up children will be the same procedure, call the school and let them know you are there to pick up your child, a teacher will come out and bring your child to you and parents will need to scan the code in order to sign their child out.

Illness:

Our first priority is to our students and staff, making sure they are healthy and safe in the school environment. We ask that if your child has a fever of .99 or higher, that you do not bring them to school until the fever is gone. If your child becomes ill during school hours, we will call you to come and pick your child up and they may not return to school for at least 24 hours. Seeking medical attention for a sick child is highly recommended. 

It is unfair to bring a child to school when they are not feeling 100% well as this can cause a disruption in the classroom for the other students as well as the teachers. A child not feeling well is not going to want to participate in inside or outside activities. Outside activities are important for the children and if we have a sick child, this would cause a situation where we were unable to continue with our regular routine of outside time.

A child coming to school is expected to be in good healthy and able to participate in all of our daily activities.

Please remember that a child can be energetic at home even if they are not feeling well. A child who comes to school sick will not benefit from being there as they will feel tired and sick and will not feel as though they are part of the class.

As a precaution, we recommend that you have a family member or a friend who is able to pick up your child in your absence and care for them until you are able to do so.

Montessori Philosophy In Reference To Becoming Independent In The Bathroom:

The Montessori theory of approaching toilet training is that bodily function are a natural occurrence, however, the children need to know that we need to keep our body parts clean and dry.

It is our philosophy that toileting is part of practical life or care of self. In our environment, children in the Basic Trust wear training pants during school hours, with the exception of nap time. Parents will need to bring 5-7 pairs of training pants labeled with the child's name, written in permanent ink. Soiled training pants will be sent home each day to be laundered and will need to be returned to the school the following morning. Diapers, wipes and ointments will need to be provided by the parents, if and when needed.

Our teachers will assist children when changing, if needed. A proper message is relayed to the children that being wet or having soiled clothing is not desirable and will need to be changed and their body parts cleaned immediately. The process of immediately changing will aid in the child developing a routine of cleaning and changing as well as becoming conscious of their body parts and the child will absorb the information that is being sent to them concerning these matters.

A child who shows interest in wearing training pants, will soon begin to wear underwear. Setting the child up for success in independently dressing and undressing, is the goal. A child wearing underwear will find easier freedom of movement as well as an easier changing experience.

In our Basic Trust classroom, children are free to wear underwear, slippers and a warm, comfortable t-shirt (free from logos or propaganda please) which will help them to master care of self. 

Elimination is as natural a function of the body as is breathing. Children in the classroom do not react to what modern society might refer to as "an accident" and will refrain from any negative comments referring to odors or visual descriptions. A child will never be made to feel that they have made a mistake or done something wrong, however, we do not make a big deal by celebrating or making other commotion when toileting is accomplished. The Montessori philosophy is that the reward for the child is having clean, dry clothing and there is no need for treats or prizes after using the toilet successfully.

Some tips for successful toileting at home: When a child wets their pants or the floor, stay calm and try not to show a reaction such as, "uh-oh". Avoid calling this action a mistake or an accident and simply model for the child 

how to use the bathroom including washing and drying your hands, then allow your child to try. Keep extra clothing, such as underwear, in the bathroom for convenience and then allow your child to change their clothing independently, as much as is possible. Show your child how to clean the floor and allow them to help when they are ready. Having small, child sized cleaning supplies on hand is the best way to accomplish this task more easily. Wash your hands and allow the child to wash their hands, when the clean up has been completed.

Diaper Procedure:

Parents will be responsible for keeping diapers, wipes, ointments and extra clothing well stocked at the school. Please do not bring in more supplies than what will fit in their allotted space, your child's teacher will show you how much space is available. We have space to store disposable diapers and ask that the parents supply diapers that are clearly marked, with the child's name, in permanent ink.

Children will be changed on a baby safe changing table. Children who are a bit older and able, will be changed while standing up. Protective gloves are worn by the teachers when during changing a child and coming into contact with bodily fluids. The changing table, floors, toilets, the sink and toilet seats are sanitized after coming into contact with bodily fluids. Teachers will remove their gloves and then washing their hands when the cleaning process is completed.

Medication:

Medication: Medication will ONLY be given when provided to the school in the original container with a prescription label having the child's name on it. A "Medical Authorization Form" signed by the parent MUST be provided with the medication. Teachers are not allowed to administer any medication, including sun block, without prior, written authorization from a parent. Sun block will be applied as needed for outdoor activities.

Guidance:

The philosophy of "Love And Logic And Natural Consequences" is practiced at Grace Montessori School. Physical and verbal punishment is not acceptable in our environment. Rewards or punishment are not used as we use logical, natural consequences instead. Our teachers model kind, calm redirection in a positive manner. In an effort to maintain consistency, it is recommended that parents use the same practice at home as often as is possible. We believe that with parents and teachers working together, we can provide a consistent environment for the children in our community.

Field Trips:

Our Basic Trust students will enjoy our beautiful patio and garden areas. Outdoor activities will, at times, include going on a walk and observing their surroundings.

Parent Participation:

We welcome and strongly encourage any parent or family member to become a culturally enriching vehicle to our curriculum. Please let us know if you can be of assistance to us to allow us to find an appropriate time to incorporate any special activity or event you  are willing to share, into our schedule.

We are always on the lookout for parents or others willing to help with sewing projects, gardening and school improvement projects and would welcome your talents to assist us in creating and maintaining a beautiful and safe environment for our students, staff and guests. Please speak to Alisa or one of our teachers if you would like to become involved.

Sign Language:

Infants as young as seven months old are able to communicate using sign language. The teachers within our community will communicate and assist toddlers in using sign language vocabulary which is essential to their daily needs: Milk, hungry, thirsty, more, all done, change, hurt and other sign language words will be taught when needed. A toddler who is unable to communicate a need will quickly become frustrate. Teaching sign language to toddlers is an easy way to take away some of that stress and will increase their self-confidence. We are willing to share this knowledge with parents in order to improve communications with your toddler while you are at home.  

Aggression And Biting Policy:

While young children are learning how to interact with, socialize and communicate with others, they may lack impulse control and the language skills to communicate properly. Certain social interactions may cause certain kinds of physical reactions in order for the child to get their needs and wants met.

Following the "Love And Logic" and "Positive Discipline" methods when correcting a child, helps the children as they learn important skills which are necessary to play, work and socialize with others. However, aggression such as hitting and biting will not be tolerate in our classroom and outside environments. All aggressive behaviors, including biting, will be documented and kept in your child's school file.

ALL aggressive behaviors, including biting, that are found to be beyond the simple learning experience, will be documented and communicated to the parents of the child. A discussion will take place about the behavior and circumstances surrounding the behavior and parents will be made 

aware of how the situation was handled by the staff. Other than the name of your child, we will not release the name of other children involved.

ALL biting incidents will be documented and communicated to the parents of both the child who was biting and the child who was bitten and the report will be added to the school files of both children. After a child has bitten three times or displays continuous, aggressive behavior, a meeting will be held between the parents and teachers. At the meeting the discussion will include the continued, aggressive behavior of the child and the observations of the teachers. Methods used if the behavior continues in the future will be discussed as well as any action the parents can take at home to support and aid the child to work through this behavior while at home.

With the understanding that each child as well as each situation is different, each incident will be looked at on a case by case basis with an appropriated plan implemented for each child's individual needs. We are willing to work and do everything possible to help all of our students and parents in any way possible. However, if the behavior does not improve within a time established between the parents and the school, parents may be informed that this environment may not be the appropriate setting for their child and the school may ask the family to withdraw their child from Grace Montessori School.

Again, we hope you understand that we are willing to help in any way possible, however, we will need to consider the safety and well being of all of our students.

Grace Montessori School Discipline Plan:

The word discipline carries a meaning, "Trained in orderliness". It is our desire to have a program that is well defined so the children will know what is expected of them, thus, "Trained in orderliness". A routine that will produce self-discipline is a major goal. We use positive discipline by planning ahead:


* Anticipate and eliminate problems


* Have in place a well planned daily schedule


* Having basic ground rules that are explained to the children and 

 
  understood by the adults.
We use positive discipline by intervening when necessary:


* Re-direct to a new activity to change the focus of the child's 

              behavior.


* Provide individualized attention to help the child deal with each 

              particular  situation.


* Provide acceptable ways to release feelings.


* Divert the child and remove them from the area of conflict. Speak 

              to the child privately when there has been any disobedience to 

              be sure that he/she understands why the teaching is correcting 

              them. If this does not take care of the problem, after the child has 

              been reminded a sufficient number of times, the child is asked to 

              be seated outside the group activity. After a few minutes have 

             passed, the child is asked to rejoin the group.

We use positive discipline by watching the child when their behavior is positive. Responding to and reinforcing the positive behavior, we acknowledge or praise the child which allows them to know that we approve of their behavior at that time.


* Provide positive reinforcement for good behavior.


* Overlook small annoyances and deliberately ignore provocations.


* Appreciate the child's point of view.

If the methods described above do not bring the desired result, a conference will be called with the parents, Teacher and Administrator to seek solutions to the problem together. Please do not hesitate to call us at any time with questions, concerns or even with positive feedback.
